IN WHICH SITUATIONS ?
Grazing Mowing

Sowing: August–September or March–April
• Prepare the soil so that the surface is fine;
• Sow to a depth of 1 to 2 cm at most;
• Roll the soil immediately after sowing.

Protection of sowing
• Monitor for slugs at the planting stage and take action if 

necessary;
• Weed at the planting stage from Stage 3–4 leaves onwards if 

necessary (ask your technician for advice).

Packing :
10 kg bag
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• A variety that is productive throughout the season:
